Understanding the OLLI Budget —
Part One: Revenue

The revenue side of OLLI's budget is quite simple, consisting of five line items, projected to total $604,425 for
calendar year 2017. Membership dues income at the introductory rate is projected to be $20,000; at the full
dues rate, $498,525. The Osher Foundation has established an endowment of $2 million in the George Mason
University Foundation for the benefit of OLLI. The endowment will provide revenue for OLLI of $85,500 this year,
or about $73 for each OLLI full-dues member. Two other line items - Dividend and Interest Income, and Special
Event & Other Income, total only $400, an amount too small to appear in the figure.
