OLLI President Paul Howard asked the Board to approve the appointment of Peter Ansoff to fill the
position of David Talaber, who resigned in December. Peter was approved unanimously.

Bob Heyer volunteered to chair the Nominating Committee to solicit candidates for election to
Board terms beginning in 2022.

Executive Director Jennifer Disano reported that construction continues at the Tallwood campus in
Fairfax. Classroom improvements to provide hybrid instruction equipment are also in progress.
